The four
showcased the gait both astride and sidesaddle, shared the history of the horses and
explained the tack during their formal presentations as well as to visitors to the stalls
throughout the weekend. Loeffler’s 3-year-old filly also took part as a halter horse
ponied alongside the fully trained horses to emphasize the natural gait of the breed.

Featured performers Jerry, Staci and Nicolas Diaz took interest in the horses in
between shows. The family travels the country performing with their Andalusians at
major equine events. Both Staci and Nicolas test-rode LEA Domecq, their first rides on
a Peruvian.
